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Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through its Office of General Counsel, pursuant to section 536.016 RSMo 2000, and for its Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking states as follows:

1.
Section 536.016 RSMo 2000 provides that a state agency shall propose rules based upon “a finding by the agency that the rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted such rulemaking authority.”

Section 386.040 establishes the Missouri Public Service Commission and gives it the powers necessary to carry out its duties fully and effectually.  Section 386.250 gives the Commission jurisdiction over telecommunications facilities, services and companies.  Section 386.310 gives the Commission the power to promulgate rules that promote or safeguard the safety and health of the public.  Section 392.200 requires that every telecommunications company shall furnish and provide with respect to its business such instrumentalities and facilities as shall be adequate and in all respects just and reasonable.

Staff proposes to amend rules 4CSR 240-3.500 Definitions Pertaining Specifically to Telecommunication Company Rules, 4CSR 240-3.550 Telecommunications Company Records and Reports, 4 CSR 240-32.020 Definitions, 4 CSR 240-32.060 Engineering and Maintenance, 4 CSR 240-32.070 Quality of Service, and 4CSR 240-32.080 Service Objectives and Surveillance Levels.

In this filing Staff is requesting a motion for necessity for rulemaking amending Commission Rules 4 CSR 240-32.020, 4CSR 240-32.060, 4CSR 240-32.070, 4CSR 240-32.080, 4CSR 240-3.500, and 4CSR 240-3.550 for the reasons contained in this pleading and in the attached affidavit of Larry R. Henderson, Utility Operations Technical Specialist for the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission.  

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission find that the proposed rulemaking is necessary.
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
