Request for Final and Additional Extension of Time

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and states the following:

1.
On December 23, 2002, the Commission issued an Order and Notice in the instant case in which, among other things, it directed the Staff to file its recommendation, or a status report regarding when the Staff would file its recommendation, with the subject filing to be made on or before February 21, 2003.

2.
On February 20, 2003, the Staff filed a Status Report advising the Commission that it intended to file its recommendation in this case on or before March 21, 2003.

3.
On March 21, 2003, the Staff filed a Request for Extension of Time requesting that it be given until April 4, 2003 to file its recommendation in this case.  The Commission granted that request by its Order of March 24, 2003.  (In its March 21 request the Staff noted that it had essentially completed its investigation into the subject Application, but had not yet received a response to certain Staff proposals regarding the Application from the owner of TBJ Sewer System Inc. (TBJ).  The Staff has since received the referenced response.)

4.
In finalizing its recommendation for this case, the Staff has discovered certain discrepancies between the cost-of-service analysis and rate design proposal that it planned to base its recommendation upon in this case and the cost-of-service analysis and rate design methodology used in TBJ's recent rate case.  (The discrepancies noted above mostly pertain to certain assumptions used in the cost-of-service analysis that the Staff planned to file with its recommendation in this case on this date.)

5.
Staff has resolved the discrepancies discovered in this case and has created a new cost of service analysis.  However, Staff believes that in fairness to the owner of TBJ, Staff will need additional time to fully present this new cost of service analysis to that owner. Staff feels that this additional time is necessary to adequately inform the owner about what Staff will be recommending in terms of this new cost of service analysis which will be different than an earlier cost of service viewpoint.  Therefore, Staff is respectfully requesting that the Commission allow the Staff until April 25th, 2003 to file its recommendation in this matter.

6.
The filing of this request for an additional extension of time was prompted by the Manager of the Commission's Water & Sewer Department and is not intended to unduly delay the resolution of the instant case, but rather to ensure the proper resolution of the case occurs.  

7.
4 CSR 240-2.050(3)(A) essentially provides that the Commission has the discretion to enlarge the period of time necessary to comply with its orders.

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission grant an extension of time to April 25, 2003 for the Staff's filing of its recommendation in this case.
