ORDER GRANTING MOTIONS FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE 

DIRECT TESTIMONY

On December 11, 2003, the Staff of the Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel filed separate motions asking the Commission to extend the time for filing of direct testimony by Staff and Public Counsel.  The procedural schedule for this case requires Staff and Public Counsel to file their direct testimony on December 12.  Staff and Public Counsel request that the procedural schedule be amended to require that their testimony be filed on December 19.  Staff and Public Counsel are not requesting any other modifications to the procedural schedule. 

Staff’s motion indicates that it has contacted the other parties – Osage Water Company and Public Counsel – and represents that neither objects to Staff’s motion.  Staff also specifically supports Public Counsel’s motion.  Public Counsel’s motion represents that it would be appropriate for Public Counsel to file its direct testimony at the same time as Staff.  Public Counsel contends that Osage Water Company will not be prejudiced by the extension of Staff and Public Counsel’s filing deadline.

Staff represents that no party opposes its motion and there is no indication that any party opposes Public Counsel’s motion.  It is appropriate that Public Counsel file its direct testimony at the same time as Staff.  A one-week delay in the filing of direct testimony will not prejudice any party.  The motions filed by Staff and by Public Counsel will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission’s Motion for Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony is granted.

2. That the Office of the Public Counsel’s Motion to Extend Time for Filing Direct Testimony is granted. 

3. That the procedural schedule for this case is modified to provide that the Staff of the Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel shall file their direct testimony on December 19, 2003.

4. That this order shall become effective on December 12, 2003.
