Response

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Response pursuant to the Commission’s December 22nd, 2003 Order Directing Filing (Order), respectfully states as follows:

1. On November 21, 2003, the Staff filed a Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificates of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff of Rocky Mountain Broadband, Inc. (Motion).  The inability of Staff to contact Rocky Mountain Broadband, Inc. (RMB) through a valid mailing address or telephone number and RMB’s failure to submit its 2002 annual report and RMB’s “dissolved status” since August 2, 2001, form the basis for Staff’s Motion.    

2. On December 22, 2003, the Commission issued its Order directing Staff to file “a copy of the returned envelope and the return receipt” of RMB’s returned annual report.  Staff does not have the returned envelope and the return receipt.  Staff notes that the Commission applied a different procedure in the December 17th Order Canceling Certificate And Tariff in Case No. TD-2004-0235.  In a similar case involving Cash Back Rebates LD.Com, Inc. (Cash Back), both companies share the same set of facts
 and are similarly situated with respect to their 


defiance of Commission rules and Missouri statutes.  However, the Commission cancelled Cash Back’s certificate and tariff but took a different course with RMB by ordering Staff to file RMB’s returned annual report and return receipt. 

3. Staff wishes to point out to the Commission that RMB has not answered Staff’s Motion of November 21, 2003. Moreover, RMB is also delinquent on filing its fiscal year 2001 and 2000 annual reports.   


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificates of service authority of Rocky Mountain Broadband, Inc. to provide interexchange and non-switched local exchange and basic local exchange telecommunications services and the accompanying tariff, PSC Mo. No. 1. 
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� The inability of Staff to contact Rocky Mountain Broadband, Inc. and Cash Back Rebates LD.Com, Inc. through a valid mailing address or telephone number and both companies’ failure to submit its 2002 annual report and both companies’  “dissolved status” with the Missouri Secretary of State’s office, formed the basis for Staff’s Motions to open case and cancel certificates of service authority and accompanying tariffs.    
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
