ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND CANCELING TARIFF

This order cancels the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services granted to Tin Can Communications Company, L.L.C., d/b/a The Cube, along with its accompanying tariff.

On December 21, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its motion to open a case and cancel Tin Can Communications’ certificate of service authority.  The Commission granted Tin Can Communications a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑98‑231.  The Commission also approved Tin Can Communications’ tariff, MoPSC No. 1, in that same case. 

Staff states as support for its motion that it filed a Complaint against Tin Can Communications
 seeking penalties for Tin Can Communications’ failure to respond to a data request.  Tin Can Communications defaulted before the Commission in that case and also defaulted when the case was taken to Circuit Court.
  

Staff also states that Tin Can Communications failed to submit its 1999‑2003 annual reports to the Commission, has not paid any assessments since it was first assessed in Fiscal Year 2000, and has failed to submit its Statements of Revenue for Fiscal Years 2000-2005.  Staff further states that it filed a Complaint against Tin Can Communica​tions
 for failure to file its 2002 annual report and failure to pay its Fiscal Year 2004 assessment.  Tin Can Communications defaulted before the Commission and also when the case was pursued in Circuit Court.

Staff further alleges that during its investigation of the company it found that Tin Can Communications has no lines receiving service under any agreement with SBC Missouri, Inc., or with Sprint Missouri, Inc.  Therefore, Staff believes that the company has no Missouri customers.

Staff served its motion on the registered agent for the company as listed on the Missouri Secretary of State’s website.  No response to Staff’s motion was received. 

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Section 392.410.5, which states, “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  Since no one has requested a hearing in this case, the Commission may grant the relief requested based on the application.  

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that it is reasonable to cancel Tin Can Communications’ certificate.  In addition, the Commission finds that it would be in the public interest to cancel the tariff of the company.  Therefore, the certificates of service authority granted to Tin Can Communications in Case No. TA‑98‑231, along with its accompany​ing tariff, will be canceled.

In order to ensure that the company has had every opportunity to respond, the Commission will direct its Data Center to serve a copy of this order on the company address as found in the Electronic Filing and Information System as well as the company’s registered agent as listed with the Missouri Secretary of State’s Office.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted in Case No. TA‑98‑231 to Tin Can Communications Company, L.L.C., d/b/a The Cube, along with its accompanying tariff, is canceled.
