ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

On August 9, 2004, the Staff of the Commission requested that the Commission cancel Orchard House Partnership’s certificate of service authority.  On October 31, 1989, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to Orchard House to provide shared tenant services in Case No. TA‑90‑17.      

Staff stated that Orchard House is no longer entitled to a certificate of service authority because the partnership no longer exists at the address for which it received the certificate.  Also, the current occupant of that building has its own certificate.  

One of Orchard House’s partners is Taylor-Morley, Inc.  On September 27, Taylor-Morley filed a response.  That response stated that it did not object to its certificate being canceled.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s pleadings and finds that it should cancel the shared tenant services certificate of service authority granted to Orchard House Partnership in Case No. TA-90-17.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the shared tenant services certificate of service authority granted to Orchard House Partnership in Case No. TA-90-17 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 8, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on October 9, 2004.
