ORDER ESTABLISHING TIME FOR RESPONSE  

On June 19, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to reject a tariff filed by Osage Water Company.  Staff alleges that the tariff proposes a general rate increase but does not comply with the Commission’s regulations regarding such tariffs.  The tariff carries an effective date of July 6, 2003.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) provides that parties are allowed not more than 10 days from the date of filing in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Because the Commission must consider this tariff before its effective date, the Commission will shorten the time for response to Staff’s Motion to Reject Tariff Filing.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That any party that wishes to respond to Staff’s Motion to Reject Tariff Filing shall do so no later than June 27, 2003.

That this order shall become effective on June 27, 2003.
