ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME 

On August 9, 2004, the Staff of the Commission asked the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority of Orchard House Partnership.  The Commission ordered Orchard House to respond no later than September 7.  

On September 7, Taylor-Morley, Inc., apparently on behalf Orchard House, moved the Commission for additional time in which to respond to Staff’s pleading.  Taylor-Morely stated that it is trying to contact Orchard House’s purported partners about Staff’s pleading.  Taylor-Morley further stated that it believed it could reach those purported partners, and thereafter respond to Staff’s pleading, by September 28.

The Commission finds Taylor-Morley’s motion reasonable, and will grant it.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Taylor-Morley, Inc.’s Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Order Directing Filing is granted.

2. That Orchard House Partnership shall respond to the pleading of the Staff of the Commission no later than September 28, 2004.
