ORDER GRANTING DEFAULT, CANCELING CERTIFICATES, 

CANCELING TARIFF, AND CLOSING CASE

Syllabus:  This order finds Global Telelink Services, Inc., in default, cancels its certificates of service authority to provide basic local and local exchange telecommunica​tions services in the state of Missouri and related tariffs, and closes the case.

On February 6, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a complaint alleging that Global Telelink violated statutes, Commission rules, and orders requiring it to file an annual report for Calendar Year 2002, and failed to pay assessments for the Fiscal Years 2003 and 2004.  The Commission mailed notice of the complaint by certified U.S. Mail to Global Telelink advising the company of its right to answer the complaint no later than March 12, 2004.  No answer was filed.

On February 26, 2004, Staff filed a motion to cancel the certificate and close the case.  Staff indicated that it had been contacted by counsel for the receiver of the company.  Staff informs the Commission that Global Telelink has been placed in receivership by the United States District Court for the Northern District of Georgia, Atlanta Division
 and its assets have been liquidated.  Furthermore, Staff believes that Global Telelink has not operated since the receivership began in 2001.  Staff indicates that any further attempts to collect the unpaid assessments would be futile and therefore requests that Global Telelink’s certificates and tariffs be canceled and the case be closed.  No response to Staff’s motion was filed.

If a respondent fails to timely respond to a complaint, the Commission may deem the complaint admitted, and may enter an order granting default.
  The Commission finds that Global Telelink is in default for failing to answer the complaint.  Therefore, the Commission deems the allegations in the complaint to be true and will enter an order granting default.

Staff’s complaint does not allege the dollar amount of the assessments that Global Telelink failed to pay because Staff is concerned that unless the Commission orders that the assessment amounts may be made public, such disclosure might be improper under Section 386.480, RSMo.  For that reason, Staff asks the Commission to formally find that the Staff may publicly disclose the amount of the unpaid assessments.  The Commission finds that the amount of Global Telelink’s annual Commission assessment should be public information.  Therefore, Staff is authorized to make that information available to the public.
Global Telelink was originally granted certificates and had a tariff approved in Commission Case No. TA‑2001‑174.  Staff has requested that Global Telelink’s certificates and tariffs be canceled.  No response has been received by Global Telelink.  

The Commission finds that Global Telelink is not operating and that its assets have been liquidated under the authority of the Federal Court.  The Commission deter​mines that it is appropriate and in the public interest to cancel the certificate and tariffs of the company.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That an order of default is entered against Global Telelink Services, Inc.

2. That the General Counsel of the Commission is authorized to bring a penalty action against Global Telelink Services, Inc., in circuit court.

3. That the Staff of the Commission shall treat the amount of Global Telelink Services, Inc.’s unpaid annual assessments as public information.
4. That the certificate of authority granted in Case No. TA‑2001‑174 to Global Telelink Services, Inc., shall be canceled on March 26, 2004.
5. That this order shall become effective on March 26, 2004.
That this case may be closed on March 27, 2004
