ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO RESPOND TO MOTION FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT BY INDICATING WHEN IT CAN FILE A RECOMMENDATION 

On November 8, 2004, Intermedia Communications, Inc. and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC filed an application requesting that the Commission grant them authority to merge, as part of an effort to streamline MCI, Inc.’s corporate structure.  MCI is the corporate parent of both Intermedia and MCImetro.  Along with their application for approval of the merger, Intermedia and MCImetro filed a motion for expedited treatment asking the Commission to approve the merger as soon as possible but no later than December 15, 2004.   

The Commission will direct its Staff to respond to the request for expedited treatment by filing a pleading indicating when it will be able to file its recommendation regarding the application.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than November 17, 2004, file a pleading advising the Commission when Staff will be able to file its recommendation regarding the application of Intermedia Communications, Inc. and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC.
