motion to open case and cancel 

certificate of service authority


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff, respectfully states as follows:

1. On January 19, 1999, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) granted a certificate of service authority to Kelly S. Beddow d/b/a Universal Telephone to provide basic local exchange telecommunications services in Case No. TT-99-582.  Kelly S. Beddow d/b/a Universal Telephone’s tariff, MO PSC Tariff No. 1, was also approved in that same case, and became effective on the same date as the certificate of service authority became effective: July 27, 1999.     

2. “Universal Telephone,” a fictitious name registered by Kelley S. Beddow and Brian S. Beddow in July 1998, as called for by Section 417.200 RSMo. (2000), is reflected as “active”; however, this registration requires no regular filings, so no conclusion can be drawn from this status.  As they are individuals, the Beddows have no reporting requirements to fulfill and are not reflected in the records of the Missouri Secretary of State.

3. The Budget and Fiscal Services department of the Commission’s Administration Division mailed the 2003 annual report form and statement of revenue form on January 15, 2004 to Kelly S. Beddow d/b/a Universal Telephone at the address provided the Commission:

Wichita, KS 67216

That mailing was returned, marked as undeliverable and unforwardable, in late January 2004.  This is not the first time the Commission has received mail back from Kelly S. Beddow d/b/a Universal Telephone; a similar mailing containing the 2002 annual report form was returned to the Commission as undeliverable in 2003.  The same address is reflected at the Office of the Secretary of State as the owners of the fictitious name’s address.  Additional research has indicated that a current address may be:

8900 Lake Road

Ponca City, OK 74604

Both Kelley Beddow and Brian Beddow, owners of the fictitious name Universal Telephone, are listed as residents at that address.  As the owners are individuals and have no registered agent in Missouri, service of this document will be attempted at that address.

4. Because the Commission has had mail returned from the company for at least the past year and has no way to communicate with the company, the Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order canceling Kelly S. Beddow d/b/a Universal Telephone’s certificate and tariff and remove Kelly S. Beddow d/b/a Universal Telephone from the Commission’s Electronic Filing Information System (EFIS) records.  

5. The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority granted Kelly S. Beddow d/b/a Universal Telephone in Case No. TT-99-582 to provide interexchange telecommunications services, as well as its accompanying tariff, MO PSC tariff No. 1. 
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
