motion to open case and cancel 

certificate of service authority


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff, respectfully states as follows:

1.
On September 24, 1996, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its order in Case No. TA-97-59 approving the certificate of service authority of Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a ICLD to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services.

2.
On September 24, 1999, the Commission issued its order in Case No. TO-2000-177 approving the name change of Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc., d/b/a ICLD to Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Telecom.  Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Telecom’s P.S.C. MO No. 1 tariff was also approved in that same case.

On December 17, 1999, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its order in Case No. TA-2000-259 approving the certificate of service authority of Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Trucker Phone to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services.  Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Trucker Phone’s PSC Mo. No. 1 tariff was also approved in that same case.

Thus, after 1999, Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. operated in Missouri and was registered with the Commission as doing business under two names:  Fusion Trucker Phone and Fusion Telecom, with two separate certificates of service authority.

The web site of the Office of the Missouri Secretary of State reports that the “Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc.” was dissolved November 27, 1996.  However, it did file an annual report with the Secretary of State’s office for the calendar year 1999.

“Fusion Telecom,” a fictitious name registered by International Communications Group, Inc., in May 1999, as called for by Section 417.200 RSMo. (2000), is reflected as “active” in the Secretary of State’s records; however, this registration requires no regular filings, so no conclusion can be drawn from this status.

Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Telecom filed an annual report with the Commission for calendar year 2002.  In that annual report, in response to a request to provide all material extraordinary items that affected the company’s operations, the company replied “company ceased to provide services in Missouri in 2002.”  The entity attempted to file an annual report for calendar year 2001 in March 2002, but the report was returned to be notarized and was never sent back to the Commission, so no information is available from that report.  The entity has not filed an annual report for calendar year 2003.

8.
In Case No. TD-2004-0472, the Commission canceled the certificate of service authority of Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Trucker Phone.  In its filing requesting the cancellation, Staff relied upon the facts that Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. has been dissolved since 1996, and that the Commission has had mail returned from the company for at least the previous year.   The “Fusion Trucker Phone”-related entity did not contest the cancellation.  As the Commission did not have a valid address to send the notification other than to its registered agent in Jefferson City, it is possible any surviving entity never received notification of the Commission’s action.

9.
Because Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Telecom ceased providing services in Missouri in 2002; because Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. was dissolved in 1996 in Missouri; and because Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Trucker Phone had its certificate of service authority cancelled without objection in Case No. TD-2004-0472, the Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order canceling Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Telecom’s certificate and tariff and remove Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Telecom from the Commission’s Electronic Filing Information System (EFIS) records.  

10.
“Fusion Telecom” owes no assessments to the Commission.

11.
The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority granted Intercontinental Communications Group, Inc. d/b/a Fusion Telecom to provide interexchange telecommunications services, as well as its accompanying tariff, P.S.C. MO No. 1. 
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
