ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

On September 8, 2004, the Staff of the Commission requested that the Commission cancel Knob View Telephone Company’s certificate of service authority and tariff.  On May 15, 1992, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to Knob View to provide interexchange telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑91‑243.      

Staff stated that Knob View is no longer entitled to a certificate of service authority because Knob View has never provided telecommunications services, and Knob View wishes to surrender its certificate.  Also, Staff stated that Knob View is no longer entitled to a certificate because it filed a complaint against Knob View for failing to file its 2002 Annual Report.  The Commission assigned that complaint Case No. TC-2004-0357.  That case is currently pending in the Circuit Court of Cole County, and is the subject of a Stipulation and Agreement.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) gives a party 10 days to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Knob View failed to reply to Staff’s motion.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s pleadings and finds that it should cancel the interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Knob View in Case No. TA-91-243.  The Commission further finds it should cancel Knob View’s interexchange tariff.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Knob View Telephone Company in Case No. TA-91-243 is canceled.

2. That the accompanying tariff, PSC Mo. No. 1, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on October 15, 2004.

4. That this case may be closed on October 16, 2004.
