ORDER CANCELING INTEREXCHANGE AND NONSWITCHED LOCAL 

EXCHANGE CERTIFICATES AND CANCELING TARIFF

This order cancels the certificates of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunications services granted to FairPoint Communications Solutions Corporation along with its accompanying tariff.

On December 6, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its motion to open a case and cancel FairPoint’s certificate of service authority.  Staff stated that the Commission granted FairPoint a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑2000‑515.
  Staff reported that FairPoint requested that its certificates be canceled.  The request was made by a letter, dated December 6, 2004, from John J. La Penta, Assistant General Counsel for the company.  The letter was received via facsimile by David Meyer, Associate General Counsel for the Missouri Public Service Commission. 

Staff noted that FairPoint filed its 2002 and 2003 annual reports and owes no unpaid assessments to the Commission.  In a separate filing made on December 9, 2004, Staff informed the Commission that according to FairPoint’s annual reports it has no Missouri revenues and no access lines in Missouri. 

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Section 392.410.5, which states, “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  Since no one has requested a hearing in this case, the Commission may grant the relief requested based on the application.  

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that it is reasonable to cancel FairPoint’s certificates.  In addition, although the Staff’s motion did not request that the tariff be canceled, the Commission finds that it would be in the public interest to cancel the tariff of the company in order to remove the possibility of any confusion that could be caused by having an effective tariff for a company without a certificate to operate.  Therefore, the certificates of service authority granted to FairPoint in Case No. TA‑2000‑515, along with its accompany​ing tariff, will be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificates of service authority granted in Case No. TA‑2000‑515 to FairPoint Communications Solutions Corporation, along with its accompanying tariff, is canceled.

2. That this order will become effective on December 30, 2004.

That this case may be closed on December 31, 2004.
