ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

This order cancels the certificate of service of Prism Missouri Operations, LLC.

On December 15, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority of Prism.  

The Commission takes official notice of its official file for Case No. TA‑2000‑31.  In that case, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange, basic local, and non-switched private line local exchange telecommunica​tions services to Prism.  As part of that order, the Commission granted Prism a temporary waiver of the rule requiring the company to submit its tariff simultaneously with its application for authority.  Prism’s certificate was not to become effective until the tariff was filed.  Prism has never filed its tariff.  

The Staff reports that Prism was involved in a bankruptcy proceeding that was closed as of March 9, 2004.
  Staff also reports that Prism has never submitted an annual report to the Commission.  In addition Staff states that the Fiscal Year 2003 assessment letter sent on June 26, 2002, to Prism’s last known address was returned to the 

Commission by the U.S. Postal Service, Prism’s telephone number has been disconnected, and Staff is unable to contact Prism.  Finally, Staff states that there is no evidence of any Missouri-derived revenues by the company.

Staff served its motion on the last known address of the company as found in the Commission’s Electronic Filing and Information System and the company’s registered agent as listed on the Missouri Secretary of State’s website.  No response to Staff’s motion was received.

Under Section 392.410.5, RSMo, a certificate of service authority “shall be null and void” if not “exercised within a period of one year from [its] issuance.”  Without an effective tariff on file with the Commission the company may not operate in the state of Missouri.  In addition, Prism’s certificate has not become effective because it has not filed its tariff.  Therefore, the Commission determines that Prism’s certificate has never become valid and is null and void.  The Commission will cancel the certificate of service authority. 

To ensure that the company has had every opportunity to respond, the Commission will direct its Data Center to serve a copy of this order on the addresses as listed in Staff’s Certificate of Service.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange, basic local exchange, and non-switched private line local exchange telecommunications services granted to Prism Missouri Operations, LLC in Case No. TA‑2000‑31 is canceled.
