Staff recommendation to approve CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC Tariffs and cancel the tariffs of GTE Midwest Incorporated d/b/a/ Verizon Midwest 
Date:

August 15, 2002

CenturyTel has complied with the Commission’s order in TM-2002-232.  The company has adopted, in substance, Verizon's existing tariffs, including rates, services and access rates.  

Differences between CenturyTel and Verizon tariffs:  

There are some minor text changes such as changes to names of services and, of course, replacing “Verizon” and/or “GTE Midwest” with “CenturyTel”.  Changes are also made to the section of the General and Local Exchange tariff pertaining to vertical services. Verizon’s “Big Deal” vertical service bundles are grandfathered and will not be offered to new customers.  However, CenturyTel has introduced its own bundles of vertical services.  

Staff has reviewed both Verizon and CenturyTel vertical service bundles and, although the plans are not identical in price or features, Staff finds the bundles to be comparable.  For example, a residential customer in the Columbia exchange purchasing basic local service and Verizon’s “Big Deal” Vertical Service bundle pays $25.36.  That same customer can purchase CenturyTel’s comparable “Simple Choice” bundle, which includes basic local telephone service, for $24.95.  Staff finds the proposed changes are not detrimental to the public interest.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends approval of the following CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC tariffs:  PSC MO No. 1 General and Local Exchange Tariff, PSC MO No. 2 Facilities for Intrastate Access, PSC MO No. 3 Long Distance Message Telecommunications Services, PSC MO No. 4 Wide area Telecommunications Service, PSC MO No. 5 Private Line Service, PSC MO No. 6 Digital Data Transmission Service, PSC MO No. 7 Exchange Boundary Maps, PSC MO No. 8 Local Network Access Services.  

Further, Staff recommends the Commission concurrently cancel the following analogous GTE Midwest Tariffs:  PSC MO No. 1 General and Local Exchange Tariff, PSC MO No. 2 Facilities for Intrastate Access, PSC MO No. 3 Long Distance Message Telecommunications Services, PSC MO No. 4 Wide area Telecommunications Service, PSC MO No. 5 Private Line Service, PSC MO No. 6 Digital Data Transmission Service, PSC MO No. 7 Exchange Boundary Maps, PSC MO No. 8 Local Network Access Services.

The tariffs meet the requirements of all applicable statutes, specifically, one or more of the following:  Sections 392.200(8), 392.200(4), 392.455(3), 392.455(4), 392.515(1) and 392.500(2) RSMo 2000.  The Staff is unaware of any other filing which affects or which would be affected by this tariff filing.  Staff has no objections to the filing.  
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
