NOTICE DISMISSING CASE

On January 24, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a complaint against M.L.M.  Staff averred that M.L.M. was in violation of Sections 392.480.1 and 392.480.1, RSMo 2000, and in violation of the Commission’s Order in Case No. CA‑2002‑1140, granting M.L.M. a certificate of service authority, by failing to file a tariff before providing telecommunications service.  On January 28, 2003, the Commission issued a Notice of Complaint, directing that M.L. M. file a response within 30 days.  On February 19, 2003, M.L.M. filed its response, stating that it erroneously began providing service without a tariff but that efforts were under way to cure the error.  The Commission held a prehearing conference on April 16, 2003, encouraging the parties to settle this matter.  On April 28, 2003, Staff, M.L.M. and the Office of the Public Counsel filed a unanimous Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  The Commission approved the Agreement by an order issued on June 3, 2003.

The Agreement provided that M.L.M. would, under Section 166.011, RSMo 2000, remit a payment in the amount of $3,000.00 to the Public School Fund of the State of Missouri.  On July 15, 2003, M.L.M. filed a pleading showing compliance with the Agree​ment.  On July 17, 2003, Staff filed a Notice of Dismissal with Prejudice.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.116(1) states that “[a]n applicant or complainant may voluntarily dismiss an application or complaint without an order of the commission at any time before prepared testimony has been filed or oral evidence has been offered, by filing a notice of dismissal with the commission . . . .”  There has been no testimony filed or oral evidence offered in this matter.  The Commission therefore gives notice that this complaint is dismissed with prejudice and this case may be closed.
