ORDER GRANTING JOINT MOTION TO SUSPEND ALL CASE PROCEEDINGS

On June 24, 2004, the parties to this matter filed a Joint Motion to Suspend All Case Proceedings.  The parties state that efforts to settle this matter are ongoing and would be better served if the procedural schedule and the time for responding to Complainants’ motions are suspended.  Presently, direct testimony is due on June 30, 2004, with an evidentiary hearing scheduled for October 26–29, 2004.  Furthermore, responses to the Motion for Summary Disposition filed by Birch Telecom of Missouri, Inc., AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., TCG Kansas City, Inc., and TCG St. Louis, Inc., are pending.  Also, SBC Missouri’s response to a Motion for Suspension of Procedural Schedule, filed by Complainants, is pending.  

The Commission finds that the motion is reasonable and will grant the requested relief.  However, in light of the recently filed joint motion to suspend the procedural schedule, the Commission finds it unnecessary to suspend the time in which Respondent has to respond to Complainants’ motion requesting the same relief.  For all practical purposes, the Commission considers the joint motion to be a response and will rule accordingly.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the procedural schedule is this matter is suspended.

2. That the time for the parties in this matter to respond to the Motion for Summary Disposition filed by Birch Telecom of Missouri, Inc., AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., TCG Kansas City, Inc., and TCG St. Louis, Inc., is suspended.

3. That the parties shall file a joint status update no later than August 31, 2004.

4. That this order shall become effective on June 25, 2004.
