ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF AND CLOSING CASE
On February 5, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Enron Broadband Services, Inc.  The Commission issued its Notice of Complaint on February 9, advising Enron Broadband that it had 30 days to file an answer, or file notification that the complaint has been satisfied.  Enron Broadband’s response was due by March 10.  That date has come and gone and Enron Broadband has not filed an answer.  

On March 9, Staff filed a motion asking the Commission to cancel Enron Broadband’s certificates of service authority and accompanying tariff, and to close this complaint case.  Staff’s motion explained that it has received a letter from counsel for Enron Broadband regarding Staff’s complaint.  A copy of that letter is attached to Staff’s motion.  In the letter, counsel for Enron Broadband states that Enron Broadband filed for bankruptcy, along with its parent company, just a few months after its certificate of service authority to do business in Missouri went into effect.  Enron Broadband never engaged in any activity in Missouri under that certificate and as a result had no Missouri revenue.  The letter indicates that Enron Broadband is bankrupt and is essentially no longer in business.  Enron Broadband asks that its certificate and accompanying tariff be canceled and the complaint against it be dismissed. 

Staff’s motion indicates that the Commission granted Enron Broadband a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and non-switched local exchange telecommunications services in Case No. TA-2001-372 on April 19, 2001.  The company’s tariff was approved the same day.  Staff asks the Commission to grant Enron Broadband’s request to cancel its certificate and tariff and to close this complaint case. 

Given Staff and Enron Broadband’s agreement, Enron Broadband’s certificate and tariff will be canceled.  Since Staff is no longer seeking any further relief against Enron Broadband, this case will be closed.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and non-switched local exchange telecommunications services granted to Enron Broadband Services, Inc., on April 19, 2001, in Case Number TA-2001-372, is canceled.  

2. That Enron Broadband’s tariff, PSC Mo. No. 1, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on March 26, 2004.
