ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATES OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFFS

On May 22, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificates of service authority and accompanying tariffs of Arbros Communications Licensing Company Central, LLC.  Staff seeks to cancel the certificates of service authority to provide interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommuni​cations services granted to Arbros in Case No. TA-2001-395.

Staff informed that Commission that it received a letter on March 10, 2003, from Angeline White, a CPA of Arbros.  Ms. White wrote that Arbros is no longer conducting business in Missouri.  She attached a copy of a Certificate of Cancellation issued by the Missouri Secretary of State.  Additionally, on February 28, 2002, the Commission received a letter from Joseph Hayne, the president of Arbros, informing the Commission of Arbros’ intention to discontinue service in Missouri by March 14, 2002.  Staff adds that Arbros has no assessment fees due, no customers in Missouri and no pending complaints.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that parties shall not be allowed more than ten days in which to file a responsive pleading.  More than ten days have expired since Staff filed its motion and Arbros has not responded.

Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected. . . .”  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion and finds that granting the motion is reasonable.  The Commission will cancel the certificates of service authority granted to Arbros in Case No. TA‑2001-395.  The Commission will also cancel the accompanying tariffs.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificates of service authority granted to Arbros Communications Licensing Company Central, LLC, in Case Number TA-2001-395 shall be canceled.

2. That the tariff of Arbros Communications Licensing Company Central, LLC, Missouri P.S.C. Tariff No. 1, tariff file number JL-2003-0111, shall be canceled.

3. That the tariff of Arbros Communications Licensing Company Central, LLC, Missouri P.S.C. Tariff No. 2, tariff file number JL-2003-0099, shall be canceled.

4. That this order shall become effective on June 21, 2003.

5. That this case may be closed on June 22, 2003.
