ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On February 17, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of PF.Net Network Services Corp.  Staff states that the Commission granted the Company a certificate under the name PF.Net, LLC, on July 26, 1999, in Case No TA‑99‑603.  Then, in November 2002, the Company sold its assets through bankruptcy to AT&T.  On April 28, 2004, Staff filed an order of the United States Bankruptcy Court District of New Jersey. Staff stated that Velocita Corporations is formerly know as PF.Net Network Services and is now the holding company of PF. Net.  The order of the bankruptcy court authorizes “the sale [to AT&T] of all or substantially all of [Velocita Corp’s] assets free and clear of liens, claims, encumbrances and interest.” 

Staff affirms that PF.Net has not submitted its 2002 annual report and owes a 2003 assessment of $103.90.  Staff opines that this past due amount cannot be collected.  Lastly, Staff informs the Commission that according to the Missouri Secretary of State’s web site, PF.Net was sent a notice of pending dissolution on November 7, 2003.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(15) requires that parties file responsive pleading within ten days. More than ten days have passed and PF.Net has not filed a responsive pleading.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  The Commission finds that canceling the certificate of service authority of PF.Net is not detrimental to the public interest and will therefore cancel the certificate.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to PF.Net, LLC, which later changed its name to PF.Net Networks Services Corp., is canceled.

2. That the tariff, P.S.C. Tariff No. 1, accompanying PF.Net Network Services Corp.’s certificate is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 16, 2004.

4. That this case may be closed on May 17, 2004.
