Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Associated Tariff 


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and moves the Commission to open a case and cancel Alternate Communications Technology, Inc.’s Certificate of Service Authority and Tariff.  In support of its Motion, the Staff respectfully states as follows:

1. In Case No. TA-91-384 the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its order approving the certificate of service authority of Alternate Communications Technology, Inc to provide interexchange telecommunications services.

2. Mail sent to the address provided to the Commission in Indianapolis, Indiana does not return to the Commission as undeliverable.  However, the undersigned has contacted the telephone number provided to the Commission and reached the former president of the company who indicated the company is no longer in the business of providing interexchange telecommunications services.  The former president indicated he was not willing to provide the Commission with a written request to cancel the certificate.  

3. In approximately 2001, according to a telephone interview with that former corporate officer, Alternate Communications Technology, Inc. ceased providing interexchange telecommunications services.  Alternate Communications Technology, Inc. has no current officers because it is dissolved in both Indiana and Missouri.  The Missouri Secretary of State’s office administratively dissolved the company, which was an Indiana corporation, on August 21, 1996 and that dissolution has never been rescinded, although the company filed annual reports for the years of 1998 through 2001.  The Indiana Secretary of State’s web site indicates that Alternate Communications Technology, Inc. (listed in Indiana as a “for-profit domestic corporation”) was administratively dissolved by Indiana on January 8, 2001.

4. Alternate Communications Technology, Inc. has paid or does not owe the Commission assessments for Fiscal Years 2000, 2002, 2004 and 2005.  The company has not paid its assessments for Fiscal Years 2001 and 2003, but the sum of those unpaid assessments is less than fifty cents.  The company failed to submit its Statements of Revenue for Fiscal Years 2003, 2004, and 2005, so the Fiscal Year 2003 assessment that has not been paid was based on an estimate.  

5. Alternate Communications Technology, Inc. has not filed annual reports with the Commission for calendar years 2001, 2002 and 2003.  However, the former corporate officer has indicated that there is no longer any person available to complete those reports on behalf of the company.

6. The former corporate officer has indicated his belief that the company never had Missouri customers at any time.  He also indicated the company has no Missouri customers at this time.

7. The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority granted Alternate Communications Technology, Inc. in Case No. TA-91-384 to provide interexchange telecommunications communications services, as well as its tariff, Missouri Public Service Commission Tariff No. 1. 
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
