ORDER ACKNOWLEDGING AGREEMENT TO MEDIATE, STAYING PROCEEDINGS, AND DIRECTING FILING

The parties shall inform the Commission in writing of the progress of the mediation on or before April 4, 2005.  By that time the parties should have at least scheduled the first mediation session.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the parties shall contact the Alternative Dispute Resolution Center at the University of Missouri-Columbia School of Law to initiate the mediation process.  

2. That all other proceedings in this matter are stayed pending the outcome of the mediation, except as otherwise indicated in this order.  

3. That the parties shall jointly report the status of the mediation in writing to this Commission on or before April 4, 2005.
