ORDER TERMINATING IXC CERTIFICATE 

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

On April 29, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed with the Commission its motion to open a case and cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of USN Communications Long Distance, Inc.  This order grants that motion.

In its motion, Staff stated that on December 12, 1995, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services to United Telecom of America, Inc., in case number TA‑96‑36.  On February 26, 1998, the Commission issued an order acknowledging the change of name and approving the tariff for USN Communications Long Distance, Inc., in case number TO‑98‑365.

Staff alleged that USN has not submitted annual reports for 1998, 1999, 2000, 2001, and 2002.   Staff stated that it was informed that USN filed for bankruptcy in 1999 and that USN no longer operates in Missouri.  Staff also noted that, according to the Missouri Secretary of State’s website, USN was administratively dissolved on August 28, 2000, for failure to file its annual report.

No one responded to Staff’s motion.

Telecommunications companies are required to file a Missouri‑specific annual report under Sections 392.210 and 392.390.1.
  The company is also required to keep the Commission informed of its current address and telephone number. The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Sec​tion 392.410.5, which states, “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that both the certificate of service authority granted to and accompanying tariff approved for USN in case number TO‑98‑365 should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That both the certificate of service authority granted to and the accompanying tariff approved for USN Communications Long Distance, Inc., in case number TO‑98‑365, will be canceled on May 24, 2003.

That this order will become effective on May 24, 2003.

That this case may be closed on May 25, 2003.
