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Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its recommendation states:


1.
On July 25, 2002, Legent Communications Corporation d/b/a Long Distance America (“Legent”) filed an application for approval to effect an acquisition and transfer of certain assets currently owned by CEO Telecommunications, Inc. (“CEO”) to Legent.  


2.
The sale of assets is governed by § 392.300.1 RSMo 2000.  Applicable case law provides that the Commission may approve an asset transfer if it is “not detrimental to the public interest.”  See, State ex rel. Fee Fee Trunk Sewer, Inc. v. Litz, 596 S.W.2d 466, 468 (Mo. App. E.D. 1980).


3.
In the attached Staff Recommendation, labeled “Appendix A”, the Staff recommends approval of the application.


 WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission approve the application.
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
