NOTICE ACKNOWLEDGING DISMISSAL OF APPLICATION 

AND CLOSING CASE 

Allegiance Telecom, Inc. and Qwest Communications International, Inc. filed a Joint Application on January 20, 2004, seeking authority from the Commission for Allegiance to sell substantially all of its Missouri assets to Qwest.  The proposed transaction was tied to Allegiance’s reorganization under Chapter 11 of the United States Bankruptcy Code and assumed that Qwest would be the high bidder for Allegiance’s assets at an auction conducted by the bankruptcy court.  In fact, XO Communications, rather than Qwest, submitted the high bid.  

In a pleading filed February 23, Allegiance and Qwest informed the Commission that, as a result of Qwest’s failure to submit the high bid for Allegiance’s assets, they would not be proceeding with the transaction for which they were seeking authorization.  The applicants indicated that the Commission should, therefore, close this case.  

4 CSR 240-2.116(1) permits an applicant to voluntarily dismiss its application, without an order of the Commission, at any time before prepared testimony has been filed or oral evidence has been offered.  No prepared testimony or oral evidence has been offered in this case.  Therefore, the Commission acknowledges that Allegiance Telecom and Qwest Communications have voluntarily dismissed their application.  Nothing remains for decision by the Commission and this case may be closed.
