ORDER RECOGNIZING CHANGE OF CORPORATE NAME,


ORDER APPROVING ADOPTION NOTICES,

AND ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE


This order recognizes the applicant’s name change, approves the adoption notices, and directs notice of the name change.


ExOp of Missouri, Inc., filed a pleading with the Missouri Public Service Commission on January 23, 2003, reflecting that it had changed its name to ExOp of Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Unite.  The pleading was filed under Commission rule 4 CSR 240‑2.060(16), which states that a name change may be accomplished by filing (A) A statement, clearly setting out both the old name and the new name; (B) Evidence of registration of the name change with the Missouri secretary of state; and (C) Either an adoption notice and revised tariff title sheet with an effective date which is not fewer than 30 days after the filing date of the application, or revised tariff sheets with an effective date which is not fewer than 30 days after the filing date of the application.


Unite also filed three proposed adoption notices, all with an effective date of February 24, 2003, under tariff numbers YC‑2003‑1381, YX‑2003‑1382, and YC‑2003‑1383, for its telecommunications services in Missouri.  Further, Unite included with its filing a Registration of Fictitious Name from the Missouri Secretary of State, showing the name change.  The applicant was certificated to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services and nonswitched local exchange telecommunications services in an order issued and becoming effective on November 19, 1998, in case number TA‑99‑139.  


The Staff of the Commission filed a memorandum on February 5, 2003, stating that it had reviewed the applicant’s filing and proposed adoption notices and had no objection to their approval.  Staff recom​mended that the new name be recognized and that the proposed adoption notices be approved to become effective on February 24, 2003.  
The Commission has reviewed Unite’s filing, the proposed adoption notices, and Staff’s recommendation, and finds that the new name should be recognized.  The Commission further finds that the proposed adoption notices reflecting that name should be approved.  The Commission will also direct the company to provide customers with notice of this name change with or before the first bill using the new name, and to file a copy of the customer notice in this case.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the new name of ExOp of Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Unite, is acknowledged.


2.
That ExOp of Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Unite, must provide customers with notice of this name change with or before the first bill using the new name, and to file a copy of the customer notice in this case by April 1, 2003.

3.
That the adoption notices filed by ExOp of Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Unite, are approved to become effective on February 24, 2003.  Those adoption notices are:
