OFFICE OF THE PUBLIC COUNSEL’S 

MOTION FOR AN EVIDENTIARY HEARING


The Office of the Public Counsel asks the Missouri Public Service Commission to establish a procedural schedule and hold an evidentiary hearing in the application of USCOC of Greater Missouri, LLC for its designation as an eligible telecommunications carrier.


The designation of the applicant as an ETC requires determinations of fact by the Commission, including but not limited to, its ability and actual offer of LifeLine and Link-Up and other services supported by USF under FTA 1996, Section 254(c).  The Commission must also make findings that the designation in the rural telephone companies’ service access is consistent with the public interest, convenience and necessity and is in the public interest.  Public Counsel suggests an evidentiary hearing will provide a competent and complete record upon which the Commission can make the necessary determinations and make an informed decision.


WHEREFORE, Public Counsel requests an evidentiary hearing in this case.
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
