ORDER REJECTING TARIFF


On May 9, 2002, NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., a Competitive Local Exchange Carrier, issued a tariff sheet seeking to implement a temporary promotional offering.  The proposed tariff contains examples of term discounts for basic local service similar to those that have been rejected by the Commission in a Report and Order issued this day in TT-2002-227, et al. 


The Commission suspended NuVox’s tariff pending its decision in TT-2002-227, et al.  Having decided in that case to reject tariffs that offer discounted rates in return for term commitments that exceed one year, the Commission will also reject this tariff.
