ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFF


On May 9, 2002, NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., a Competitive Local Exchange Carrier, issued a tariff sheet seeking to implement a temporary promotional offering.  The tariff sheet has an effective date of May 16, 2002.  The proposed tariff contains examples of term discounts for basic local service similar to those that have been suspended by the Commission in TT-2002-227 et al. 


The Commission has heard evidence in TT-2002-227 et al. but has not yet reached a decision on the question of whether term discounts of the sort proposed by NuVox are acceptable.  So that the Commission will have an opportunity to further consider this matter, NuVox’s tariff will be suspended, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000.  The tariffs at issue in TT-2002-227 et al. are currently suspended until July 3, 2002.  Resolution of that case will likely resolve this case as well so NuVox’s tariff will also be suspended until July 3.


 IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheet issued on May 9, 2002, by NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., and assigned Tariff No. 200200953, is suspended for a period of 48 days beyond May 16, 2002, to July 3, 2002, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.  The tariff sheet suspended is:
