ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On November 21, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificates of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff of Rocky Mountain Broadband, Inc.  In its motion, Staff states that the Company’s annual report form was returned by the post office as undeliverable. On December 22, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing that Staff file a copy of the returned envelope and the return receipt.  In its response, Staff stated that it does not have the returned envelope and receipt.

The Commission will require that Staff serve a copy of its motion upon the last known address of the Company and, if returned, file evidence thereof in this case.  If a corporation fails to maintain a registered agent in Missouri, then the Secretary of State becomes the registered agent for the purpose of service of notice.
  Hence, if Staff has reason to believe that any service upon the Company will be returned, the Commission will require that Staff serve the Missouri Secretary of State with its motion.  The Commission will also direct that Staff file proof of such service.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file proof of service upon Rocky Mountain Broadband, Inc., or shall file proof of service upon the Missouri Secretary of State.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 8, 2004.
