ORDER DENYING MOTION TO STRIKE PORTIONS OF 

SWBT’S REPLY BRIEF


On June 17, 2002, NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., TCG St. Louis, and TCG Kansas City filed a motion asking the Commission to strike portions of Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P.’s reply brief.  Southwestern Bell filed a response to the motion to strike on June 24, 2002.  



The motion to strike objects to two portions of Southwestern Bell’s brief:  a footnote regarding a tariff filed by NuVox, and a paragraph regarding a discovery dispute between the parties.  These matters are not particularly relevant to the issues pending before the Commission, and they are not fundamental to the arguments presented by Southwestern Bell.  But nothing about either matter would justify striking them from the brief.     


The motion is without merit and will be denied. 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Motion to Strike Portions of SWBT’s Reply Brief is denied. 

2. That this order shall become effective on July 3, 2002.
