ORDER GRANTING MCI WORLDCOM COMMUNICATIONS, INC.’S APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

This order grants the application to intervene filed by MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc.

On August 13, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri filed tariff sheets to allow SBC to suspend billing and collection services for customers in breach of their agreement with SBC.  The tariff sheets bore an effective date of September 12, and SBC Missouri has extended the effective date to October 10.  

On September 11, MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. filed an application to intervene.  MCI alleges that it is an SBC Missouri customer, that its interests in the case is different from those of the general public, and that its expertise in the telecommunications industry dictates that the public interest would be served by MCI intervening.  

Under 4 CSR 240-2.080(15), interested parties had ten days from the filing date to object.  No parties objected. 

The Commission has reviewed the application to intervene and finds that it substantially complies with Commission rules regarding intervention.  The Commission further finds MCI has interests in this matter different from those of the general public, and that granting intervention would serve the public interest.  The Commission concludes that the application should be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Application to Intervene filed by  MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., is granted. 

2. That this order shall become effective on October 4, 2003.
