ORDER CLOSING CASE

On April 29, 2003, the Commission opened a rulemaking case for the purpose of promulgating rules that require carriers, as part of the federal universal service fund (USF) certification process, to establish a separate general ledger account for the booking of federal universal service funds.

On April 16, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Third Status Report and Motion to Close Case.  Staff notes that it discussed this rulemaking with the Commission during the Commission’s April 15, 2004 Agenda session.  At the meeting, Staff informed the Commission that Staff had concluded that it is not feasible to require carriers to establish a general ledger account for tracking USF because such a requirement would violate generally accepted accounting principles and standards.  Staff states that the Commission agreed with Staff’s recommendation.  Staff therefore requests that the Commission close this case.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s Third Status Report and Motion to Close Case and finds that the motion should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Staff’s motion to close this case, filed on April 16, 2004, is granted.

That this order shall become effective on June 4, 2004.

That this case may be closed on June 5, 2004.
