ORDER DISMISSING COMPLAINT WITH PREJUDICE

Syllabus:  This order dismisses the complaint with prejudice.

On April 2, 2002, the Commission approved the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement of the parties.  The case remained open pending compliance with the terms of the agreement and on May 1, 2003, the Office of the Public Counsel filed its Notice of Dismissal of Complaint.  No responses to the notice were filed.

In the notice, Public Counsel indicates that the terms of the agreement were met through the issuance of credits to the customers of Comm South Companies, Inc., d/b/a Missouri Comm South, Inc.  In addition, Public Counsel states that there have been no additional service or billing complaints about the company since the filing of the settlement.  Thus, in accordance with the terms of the settlement, Public Counsel requests that the complaint be dismissed with prejudice.

The Commission has reviewed the notice and finds that the complaint should be dismissed with prejudice.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Complaint filed on March 28, 2001, by the Office of the Public Counsel against Comm South Companies, Inc. d/b/a Missouri Comm South, Inc., is hereby dismissed with prejudice.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 25, 2003.

That this case may be closed on May 26, 2003.
