ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO AMEND PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE


On June 7, 2002, the Commission issued an order adopting a procedural schedule that led to two days of hearing, beginning on September 3, and continuing on September 24, 2002.  On June 13, Southwestern Bell Telephone L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, filed a motion indicating that two of its witnesses are not available for a hearing on September 3.  Southwestern Bell requests that the hearing be rescheduled for September 24 and 25.  Southwestern Bell also requests that the filing date for surrebuttal testimony be changed to August 23, and that the date for filing statements of position be changed to September 6.  

Southwestern Bell’s motion indicates that all other parties have been contacted about the proposed modification and that none object.  MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, filed a response to Southwestern Bell’s motion on June 14.  The response confirmed that the WorldCom companies do not object to the modifications proposed by Southwestern Bell, but indicated that one of the WorldCom companies’ witnesses would not be available to testify on September 24, but would be available on September 25.  

 Southwestern Bell’s motion to modify the procedural schedule is reasonable and is not opposed by any party.  The motion will be granted.
