ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFF 


On July 12, 2002, Spectra Communications Group, LLC issued a tariff revision that would revise its intrastate access tariff provisions relating to when Spectra can demand a security deposit from other telecommunications carriers.  The tariff carried an effective date of August 11, 2002.

On August 7, 2002, MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. filed a motion asking the Commission to suspend Spectra’s proposed tariff.  MCI WorldCom argues that the tariff revision would permit Spectra to utilize security deposits in an unreasonable manner.



The Commission would like more time to consider Spectra’s tariff and MCI WorldCom’s objections to it.  Therefore, the Commission will suspend Spectra’s tariff for 30 days, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000, to allow Spectra an opportunity to respond to MCI WorldCom’s objections.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheets issued on July 12, 2002, by Spectra Communications Group, LLC, and assigned Tariff No. 200300034, are suspended for a period of 30 days beyond August 11, 2002, to September 10, 2002, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.  The tariff sheets suspended are:
