ORDER FURTHER SUSPENDING TARIFF


On April 5, 2002, the Commission suspended two tariffs submitted by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company that would offer winback promotions to residential and business customers.  The Commission initially suspended the tariff until May 9, 2002.  Subsequently, the Commission further suspended the tariffs until August 7, 2002, 120 days from their originally proposed effective date of April 9.  



On June 7, the Commission adopted a procedural schedule leading to a hearing beginning on September 3, 2002, and continuing on September 24.  Because the hearing will not begin until after the period of suspension has expired, the Commission will further extend the suspension of the tariff, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheet issued on March 29, 2002, by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, and assigned Tariff No. 200200831, previously suspended for a period of 120 days beyond April 9, 2002, to August 7, 2002, is further suspended until November 7, 2002, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.  The tariff sheet suspended is:
