ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

On September 5, 2002, the Commission issued an order that further suspended a tariff submitted by Spectra Communications Group, LLC.  In that order the Commission also directed that any proper person or entity wishing to intervene should submit an application to intervene no later than September 25, 2002.  

AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc. filed an application to intervene on September 25, 2002.  AT&T indicates that it has an interest in this case that is different from that of the general public in that it is a wholesale customer of Spectra and its interests may be affected by the tariff proposed by Spectra.  At a prehearing conference conducted on September 30, 2002, all other parties were given an opportunity to object to AT&T’s request to intervene.  No objections were raised. 

The Commission has reviewed AT&T’s application to intervene and finds that it complies with Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4).  AT&T has an interest in this matter that is different from that of the general public.  The Commission concludes that the application for intervention should be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
