ORDER DIRECTING THE APPLICANTS TO INDICATE WHETHER THEY WISH TO PROCEED 

On January 20, 2004, Allegiance Telecom, Inc. and Qwest Communications International Inc. filed a joint application with the Public Service Commission, requesting that the Commission approve the assignment of Allegiance’s Missouri assets to Qwest.  On February 17, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation regarding the joint application.  Staff recommended that the Commission approve the application but indicated that it has learned that Qwest has been outbid in its attempt to purchase Allegiance’s assets out of bankruptcy.  Staff indicated that XO Communications, not Qwest, was the winning bidder in an auction ordered by the bankruptcy court.  A hearing in bankruptcy court to approve XO’s acquisition of Allegiance’s assets is set for February 19.  Staff suggests that the Commission seek a status report from the joint applicants to learn whether the transaction for which they seek approval will proceed.

The Commission needs to know whether the proposed transaction will proceed before it rules on the joint application and other pending motions.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That no later than February 26, 2004, the joint applicants, Allegiance Telecom, Inc. and Qwest Communications International, Inc., shall file a status report indicating whether they still seek Commission approval of the transaction proposed in their joint application.          

2.
That this order shall become effective on February 18, 2004.
