ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION 

On January 20, 2004, Allegiance Telecom, Inc. and Qwest Communications International Inc. filed a joint application with the Missouri Public Service Commission, requesting that the Commission approve the assignment of Allegiance’s Missouri assets to Qwest.  The applicants also ask the Commission to waive application of its anti-slamming rule for this transaction.  The applicants did not formally request expedited treatment but did request that the Commission approve the proposed transaction by March 19, 2004, to ensure the smooth and expeditious transfer of Allegiance’s assets to Qwest.  

On January 21, the Commission directed its Staff to indicate when it would be able to file a recommendation regarding the joint application.  Staff complied with that order on January 29 by indicating that it intends to file a Staff Recommendation no later than February 17.  

Since Staff indicates that it will be able to file a recommendation by February 17, it will be directed to do so.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than February 17, 2004, file a recommendation regarding the joint application of Allegiance Telecom, Inc. and Qwest Communications International Inc.

That this order shall become effective on January 30, 2004.
