ORDER SCHEDULING A PREHEARING CONFERENCE

Osage Water Company, the Office of the Public Counsel, and the Staff of the Commission have filed a stipulation in the Circuit Court of Camden County
 indicating that the owners of Osage Water Company have agreed to sell the assets of the company to Missouri-American Water Company for “agreed rate base.”  That stipulation indicates that the parties are to complete contract negotiations by October 3 and file a contract for the approval of the Commission by October 10.  The stipulation does not, however, indicate what effect the sale will have on Osage Water’s request for a rate increase.  

In addition, a local public hearing is scheduled in this case for January 13, 2004.  Assuming that the rate case will proceed as scheduled, the parties will need to agree upon the language of a notice informing Osage Water’s customers of the proposed rate increase and the public hearing.  

To facilitate discussion of these issues, the Commission will schedule a prehearing conference.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That a prehearing conference is scheduled for October 14, 2003, at 1:00 p.m.

That the prehearing conference will be held in the offices of the Missouri Public Service Commission in Jefferson City, Missouri.  This hearing will be held in a building that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.
