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Staff’s Second Status Report


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Status Report states as follows:


1.
On April 29, 2003, the Commission opened a rulemaking case for the purpose of promulgating rules that require carriers, as a part of the federal universal service fund (“USF”) certification process, to establish a separate general ledger account for the booking of federal universal service funds.  On October 31, 2003 the Commission issued its Second Order Directing Filing directing the Staff to file a status report no later than February 3, 2004.


2.
In the Staff’s October 20, 2003 Status Report, the Staff indicated it was working together with the telecommunications industry to develop a proposed rule.  Currently, the Staff and interested industry representatives are in the process of developing standard forms to be completed by carriers eligible for USF funding and filed with the Commission.  The purpose of these forms will be to track the expenditure of USF funds.  The Staff intends to bring the rulemaking back to the Commission’s Agenda for discussion before the end of February 2004.
