STAFF MOTION TO FILE MEMORANDUM OUT OF TIME

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.050(3) and for its Motion states:

1.
By its May 29, 2002 order, the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) directed the Staff to file its recommendation in this case on or before June 28, 2002.  On June 25, 2002, Staff filed its Staff Recommendation, however, the actual Staff Memorandum, labeled as Appendix A, was inadvertently left off of the electronic filing with the Commission.  The Commission, on July 2, 2002, ordered the Staff to file its memorandum by July 8, 2002 and give the reason Staff did not comply with its previous order.  The Staff requests the Commission view this omission as excusable neglect as Staff had no intention of leaving the Staff Memorandum off the timely filing, no party was prejudiced by the omission, and a paper copy of the Staff Memorandum was mailed or hand delivered to all parties on the service list on June 25, 2002.

Staff now makes its Motion to file the intended Staff Memorandum, labeled as Appendix A out of time.  In the Memorandum, Staff recommends that the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) take notice of the adoption by Level 3 Communications, LLC of the interconnection agreement between GTE Midwest, Inc. d/b/a/ Verizon Midwest/Preferred Carrier Service, Inc. d/b/a Phones for All and Telefonos Para Todos, which the Commission approved in Case No. TO-2002-166.

Section 252(i) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (47 U.S.C. 252(i)) provides that “[a] local exchange carrier shall make available any interconnection, service, or network element provided under any agreement approved under this section to which it is a party to any other requesting telecommunications carrier upon the same terms and conditions as those provided in the agreement.”

WHEREFORE, Staff requests the Commission grant its motion to file the Staff Memorandum out of time.  The Staff Memorandum recommends that the Commission take notice of the adoption of this previously approved interconnection agreement and direct the Parties to submit any modification or amendments to the Commission for approval.
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
