	STAFF’S FOURTH STATUS REPORT


Comes Now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and, for its Fourth Status Report, states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:

1.
On April 23, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing the Staff to file either a status report, a stipulation and agreement resolving all the issues, or a proposed procedural schedule by no later than May 9, 2003.


2.
The Staff reported in its Third Status Report that it had completed its rate audit of Silverleaf Resorts, Inc., d/b/a Resort Utilities Company.  After filing that report, however, the Staff determined that a new major plant item needed to be reviewed again for inclusion in rate base.  Because of the major impact of one of the plant items, further engineering analysis was required.  The Staff is now performing a new EMS run, based on the redetermination of the appropriate level of this plant item to include in rate base.  The Staff expects to complete its EMS runs within the next week.  The Staff will then meet with the Company to review the results of the audit.  


3.
The Staff is therefore not able to file a stipulation and agreement resolving all issues at this time.  The Staff does not, however, believe that it would be appropriate to file a proposed procedural schedule at this time, because the Staff is still hopeful that the parties will be able to agree upon a settlement of this case, and to file a stipulation and agreement in the near future.

4.  The Staff requests that the next filing date in this case be set for June 6, 2003, at which time the Staff would file either: an additional status report, a stipulation and agreement that resolves all pending issues in this case, or a proposed procedural schedule.


WHEREFORE, the Staff submits its Fourth Status Report, and requests that it be directed to file, by no later than June 6, 2003, either an additional status report, a stipulation and agreement that resolves all pending issues in this case, or a proposed procedural schedule.
