ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 3, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Establishing Case, directing the Staff of the Commission to investigate Voice over Internet telephony.  Interested participants were made a part of a working group and a Report was filed on March 30, 2004.  In Part II of the Report, the working group discusses Notices of Proposed Rulemakings and that the Federal Communications Commission is seeking comments on a proposed rulemaking concerning Voice over Internet Protocol.  

The Commission will require that the Staff of the Commission file with the Commission proposed comments on the FCC’s proposed rulemaking concerning VoIP.  The Commission will also invite responses to Staff’s proposed comments by the other participants in the working group.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file, no later than May 21, 2004, proposed comments on the Federal Communications Commission’s Notice of Proposed Rulemaking concerning Voice over Internet Protocol.

2. That any other participant in the working group established by the case may file responses to Staff’s proposed comments no later than May 26, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 17, 2004.
