ORDER GRANTING MOTIONS

On February 3, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission established a case to study Voice of Internet Protocol for the purpose of assisting the Commission in filing any comments with the Federal Communications Commission concerning any proposed rulemaking filed by the FCC.  In its order, the Commission directed its Data Center to send a copy of the order to every certificated local and interexchange telecommunications carrier in the State of Missouri.  The Commission also directed that its Information Office send a copy of the order to all members of the General Assembly and all newspapers.  The Commission further required that those interested, file a Notice of Participation no later than February 10, 2004, and that the Staff of the Commission file a report on this matter no later than March 15, 2004.

After the February 10, 2004, deadline, Vonage Holdings, Inc., AmerenUE – Investor, and Big River Telephone Company, LLC, filed motions to accept their late-filed Notices of Participation.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.180 requires that responsive pleadings be filed within ten days.  No participants have opposed the motions filed by Vonage, AmerenUE and Big River.  The Commission will therefore grant their motions.

On March 10, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to extend the filing date of its report from March 15 to March 30.  Staff stated that granting its motion “will not jeopardize the Commission’s timeline for responding to the FCC’s Notice of Proposed Rulemaking should the Commission desire to do so.”  The Commission finds that Staff’s motion is reasonable and will grant the requested relief.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the motions to accept late-filed Notices of Participations filed by Vonage Holdings, Inc., AmerenUE – Investor, and Big River Telephone Company, LLC, are granted.

2. That the Staff of the Commission’s motion to extend the time for filing its report on this matter is granted.

3. That this order shall become effective on March 29, 2004.
