NOTICE REGARDING APPLICATIONS TO INTERVENE

AND PETITION TO APPEAR

At the request of its Staff, the Missouri Public Service Commission established this case on April 24, 2003, to consider making a rule under new Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑33.160, outlining procedures a telecommunications company must follow when releasing customer proprietary network information.  

On April 25, 2003, XO Missouri, Inc., and NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., each filed applications to intervene.  On April 29, 2003, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., jointly filed an application to intervene.  On the same day, Stephen F. Morris filed a Petition for Leave to Appear on behalf of MCImetro, Brooks, and MCI WorldCom.

This case was created to consider promulgation of a rule under Section 536.021, RSMo 2000, as currently supplemented.  As such, it is not a contested case for which either intervention or entries of appearance would be appropriate.  The Commission will certainly welcome comments from all the parties above and also from any other interested persons or companies.  There is, however, no need to allow any person or company to formally intervene or enter its appearance in this rulemaking proceeding.  

Therefore, the Commission will take no further action regarding the applications of XO Missouri, NuVox, MCImetro, Brooks, and MCI WorldCom or the petition of Stephen F. Morris.
