ORDER RECOGNIZING NAME CHANGE

Syllabus:
  This order recognizes that Heartland Health has changed its name from Heartland Health System, Inc.

On October 15, 2004, Heartland Health requested the Commission to recognize its name change from Heartland Health System, Inc.  On October 19, the Commission ordered its Staff to file a recommendation regarding the application.

On November 3, Staff responded.  Staff stated that Heartland Health is not delinquent on its annual reports and assessments.  Also, Staff stated that due to Heartland Health’s nature as a shared tenant services provider, Heartland Health has no tariff to modify, and does not need to notify its customers.  Staff further stated that Heartland Health has complied with the Commission’s rule regarding applications for name change, and recommends that the Commission recognize the name change.

The Commission has reviewed Heartland Health’s application, finds that it substantially complies with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(5), and finds that it should recognize the name change.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission recognizes the name change of Heartland Health System, Inc., to Heartland Health.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 13, 2004.
3. That this case may be closed on November 14, 2004.
