ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND NOTICE

On December 20, 2004, Therron Nowlin filed his Complaint against Respondent Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE.  Mr. Nowlin asked that the Commission allow him to change his electrical supplier from AmerenUE to Pemiscot-Dunklin Electric Cooperative, Inc.  Then, on January 25, Mr. Nowlin filed an Application for Change of Electric Service Provider.
Section 393.106 allows the Commission to order a change of suppliers if the change is in the public interest for a reason other than a rate differential.   The Commission notes that in its Answer, AmerenUE stated that it did not object to Pemiscot-Dunklin serving Mr. Nowlin.  The Commission will order Pemiscot-Dunklin to respond to Mr. Nowlin’s request.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Pemiscot-Dunklin Electric Cooperative, Inc., shall respond to Therron Nowlin’s Application for Change of Electric Service Provider no later than February 4, 2005.

2. That this order shall become effective on January 25, 2005.
